The Babri Masjid



Faizabad, India

Babri Masjid is a three-dome mosque
structure in Faizabad/Ayodhya which was
established in 1526 by Babar. He is the
founder of the Muslim Mughal Empire
which ruled most of northern India from
the early 16th to the mid-18th century.

Hindus claim that the Babri Masjid was built where the Ramjanmabhoomi
Temple was once located. In 1885, some Hindus filed a claim in the
country’s British colonial courts that this mosque had been forcibly built by
Muslims after demolishing a Hindu temple built on the birth site of their
god Rama. Their request for restoration was denied by the court on the
grounds that the plaintiff had been unable to substantiate the claim.

But the battle was not yet over. After India’s independence from British
colonial rule in the late 1940s, the district magistrate of Faizabad (where
this structure is located) informed higher authorities in December 1949
that “a few Hindus entered Babri Masjid at night when the Masjid was
deserted and installed a deity there...Police picket of fifteen persons was
on duty at night but did not apparently act.”

The district magistrate of Faizabad, Mr. Nayar, admitted his responsibility
and was asked to resign.

However, Nayar's dangerous and irresponsible action did not seem to
bother India ’s ruling Congress party at that time. They gave him a seat in
parliament (Lok Sabha). Moreover, instead of removing the idol and
restoring the mosque to its custodians, the Sunni Wagf Board, it was
locked. In addition, an official receiver, a Hindu, and a priest (also Hindu)
were appointed to look after the place.

Muslims, filed suit in the court - where it has been lying for almost half a
decade. But that was not the end of the matter. Almost 40 years later,
Babri Masjid resurfaced as a symbol of militant Hindu revivalism, as
groups representing this dangerous ideology, which seeks to exclude
non-Hindus from the vision of a “Mother India”, launched a movement for
its restoration.



In December 1985, a Hindu delegation called on the state of Uttar
Pradesh’s Chief Minister, serving him notice that the temple must be
handed over to them by March 8, 1986 ; otherwise they would forcibly
occupy it. On February 11, 1986 , the Faizabad district opened so as to
let the Hindus exercise their "constitutional right" to worship. A report
suggests that Minister Arun Nehru masterminded this coup.

Up to this point, the situation was tense, but no major violence had yet
erupted. This was to be in December 1992, when hundreds of thousands
of Hindu militants mobilized by Vishwa Hindu Parishad (VHP) and lead by
Mr. L. K. Advani, stormed Babri Masjid and demolished it. This sparked
serious protests by Muslims, police firings, and then Hindu-Muslim riots.
Thousands lost their lives in the violence.

Today, Babri Masjid, despite its destruction almost a decade ago, is once
again in the news. The Hindu militants who succeeded in tearing the
mosque are now racing to start building a temple on its ruins. It was
activists keen on beginning this project, set to begin on March 15, 2002,
who were on the train in the February 27, 2002 Godhra train incident.
Their actions sparked a fury of violence that has today left about 5,000
dead according to Muslim sources, in the worst communal violence since
the destruction of the Babri mosque in 1992.

The Great Mosque of Mansurah
Telemcen, Algeria

The mosque was built between 1303-1336 by "Abul-
Hasan "Ali who ruled Telemcen between 1331 and 1348.

Commentators [such as Marcais (1954) and Hoag
(1987)] asserted that the mosque was modeled on —
Hasan Mosque of Rabat in terms of size (197x 279 feet), o b LN

the use of stone columns, and the Qiblah wall proceeded EEfSa
with three parallel aisles while the remaining aisles were
perpendicular to the Qiblah.

The minaret conformed with the other Almohad minarets, described
above, but had a remarkably larger horseshoe gate.



The Great Mosque

Tripoli, Lebanon

Begun in 1294 and completed in 1315, the Great
Mosque was built on the ruined 12th century Crusader
cathedral of St. Mary of the Tower.

Its large courtyard is surrounded by porticos and a
domed and vaulted prayer hall. Inside, one can still see
elements of Western architecture from the old church,
including the northern entrance and the Lombard style
bell tower which was transformed into the minaret.

The many foundation plagues and decrees inscribed in the Great Mosque
and its surrounding madrassas not only inform us about the building, but
also reveal details of the daily life of the Mamluke period. The Islamic

Cultural Center
London, UK

The Islamic Cultural Center which includes the London Central Mosque
has been established since 1944. It was officially opened by His Majesty
King George VI in November 1944.

Construction work for the Mosque Building Complex comprising the Main
Prayer Halls (both men and ladies), the Library, the old Administrative
Block and the Residential Quarter commenced in early 1974 and was
completed in July 1977. A new Educational and Administrative Wing was
added and completed in 1994.

The London Central Mosque and the annexed Islamic Cultural Center
have become the focus of Islam and Muslims in the UK . In addition to
providing facilities for daily worship by Muslims and Islamic Education for
the children in Central London and the surrounding areas, the Center is
proud to have played a pivotal role in the establishment of almost every
other mosque and Islamic institutions in the UK which are intended to
serve their respective local Muslim community.
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The capacity for praying purposes at the mosque was designed to
accommodate about 4500 people, including the basement foyers and
extended open wings. But in practice, the figure may top 6000
worshippers during the Summer period when up to 1000 or more offer
their prayers in the open forecourt of the mosque. For the two "Eid
festivals, up to 50,000 Muslims visit the Mosque and offer their "Eid
prayers in batches (six on an average "Eid day).

The Center has, since its establishment, acted on behalf of all British
Muslims vis-a-vis the British Government, and Local Authorities and other
official bodies, in matters such as health, education and welfare

Bibi Khanum Mosque
Samarkand, Uzbekistan
1398-1405

Only four massive fragments and a minaret survive of this enormous
mosque commissioned by Timur after a victorious campaign in Hindustan.
Located near the Iron Gate, the mosque faced a madrasa, no longer
extant, that would later abut the mausoleum constructed for Saray Mulk
Khanum, now in a ruinous state. A covered bazaar connected the
massive mosque to Registan Square.

The four fragments mark the four central points of the courtyard mosque:
on the east-west axis, the monumental entrance portal with minarets, and
the immense domed sanctuary with an iwan flanked by minarets; on the
north-south axis, two smaller iwans and domed chambers that punctuated
the long sides of the courtyard



La Mosque de Paris

Paris, France

Constructed in 1926, the mosque of Paris is situated behind the Institut
du Monde Arab (Arab Institute) and is the oldest mosque in France.

Built by Arab artisans and three French architects, the funding for the
mosque's construction was given by the French Government to the
French Arab community as a token of French appreciation for North
African assistance during the First World War. Keeping in mind that the
majority of France's Muslim community have North African roots, the
mosque is appropriately North African in flavor.

The architecture is Moorish and is inspired by the famous Alhambra in
Spain. White walled exteriors are interspersed with exquisite mosaics and
the central minaret rises to a height of almost 100 feet. The woodwork
adorning the mosques internal courtyards is stunningly carved and the
dark color of the wood - eucalyptus and cedar - contrasts beautifully with
the white exterior.

While the prayer hall is not excessively large the unusual layout of the
mosque gives it an open, airy feel. Several small courtyards, each with
finely kept gardens, provide areas of privacy and seclusion. Inside the
mosque lies a tomb for the first Imam of the mosque - a man who during
Hitler's advance on the city of Paris hid over 200 Jews in the basement
thereby saving them from life or death at concentration camps.



Qubaa’ Mosque

Qubaa’ Mosque is the first mosque that was
ever built in Islam. It was designed by the hand
of the Messenger of Allah, Muhammad, peace
and blessings be upon him, after he reached
that spot on the way to Madinah during the
Hijrah (migration from Makkah), as he intended
to offer prayer there. The first stones were positioned by Prophet
Muhammad, peace and blessings be upon him, and the mosque was
completed by the Companions of the Prophet, may Allah be pleased with
them all. After that, he favored Saturday as the day to visit Qubaa’
Mosque and offer prayer there.

Masjid Qubaa’ is very important to Muslims, so great attention has been
paid to it through the ages. It has been restored and renovated many
times, the last in the year 1405 A.H. (1984), which adhered to its
traditional Islamic architecture and form.

The Masjid is an open, colonnaded gallery on the south and on the north,
there are two galleries on the east and west, which are separated by a
large, open courtyard. The roof itself consists of six large domes, each
with a diameter of twelve meters and fifty-six smaller domes, each with a
diameter of six meters. Massive concrete pillars inside each of the
galleries support the domes. The floor of the courtyard is covered with
heat-resistant marble, while a moveable sunshade, (that opens and
closes mechanically) made of extremely sturdy canvas, provides
protection from the elements. Towering over the Masjid are four, forty-
seven meter high minarets.



The main prayer area now encompasses five thousand and fifty-six
square meters, while the entire Masjid complex of buildings and
accompanying secondary services, reaches one hundred and thirty-five
thousand square meters. Prior to this most recent expansion the Masjid
was only twelve hundred square meters. Attached to the Masjid are an
office, shopping area, visitors services and residences for the Imam
(prayer leader) and the Mu’adhin (the one who makes the call to prayer).

Moscow, Russia

Built to the memory of Muslim warriors who fell in the
“Great Patriotic War”, this brick-built mosque is
based on an eight-pointed star layout.

Roofs are covered in brass, and carved stone
decorations are in limestone. Inner decorations
include plaster carvings, marble cladding, and

anodized metal plates with Qur’anic verses engraved
by laser.

Saudi Arabia

Al-Qiblatain Mosque is an old mosque dating
from the time of Prophet Muhammad, peace
and blessings be upon him. It was originally
built by Bani Salamah, who were of the Al-
Khazraj tribe, on a small hill near Wadi Al-
"Ageeq. It is five kilometres northwest of the
Prophet’'s Mosque.
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It is called Al-Qiblatain because of the report that some of the
Companions had faced two different Qiblahs (the direction of prayer),
during one prayer. The original Qiblah for Muslims was toward Jerusalem.
In the second year of the hijrah, Allah, the Almighty, revealed the verse of
the Qur'an (Surah Al-Bagarah, Verse 144) to Prophet Muhammad, peace
and blessings be upon him, to change the Qiblah to the Ka'bah at the
Sacred Haram (the Grand Mosque) in Makkah. At the time of this
revelation, the Messenger of Allah, peace and blessings be upon him,



dispatched one of the Companions to convey the newly revealed verse to
the Muslims in the outskirts of the city. The emissary arrived at the
mosque of Bani Salamah, while the people were engaged in prayer. He
announced the news to them that Allah, the Almighty, had changed the
Qiblah. Upon hearing of this new revelation while they prayed, they
immediately changed the direction of their prayer.

Al-Farooq Masjid

Atlanta, USA

The main facility centrally located in Atlanta,
at 442 14th Street, serves as a central Masjid
for a large congregation as well as the
headquarters and organizational center for
other units.

Al-Farooq Masjid was established in 1980 as
a religious institution devoted to the service of the international Muslim
community of greater Atlanta and the southeastern United States of
America.

At the time it was one of a few mosques in the southeastern United
States. Since then, it has also served the community at large by
promoting goodwill and understanding about Islam and represents a
vibrant community from all walks of life that strives to serve Islam. The
Masjid was established in 1980 as The Atlanta Mosque, a nonprofit, non-
political, religious organization.

Later due to a name conflict with another organization, its name was
changed to Al-Farooq Masijid of Atlanta. Funds were raised to build the
current facility. Realizing the importance of Muslim burial facilities in a
predominantly non-Muslim country, the Masjid Board in 1982 acquired 5
acres of land to establish a Muslim cemetery.

Mosque of Sultan Ahmed



Istanbul, Turkey, 1610 to 1616.

The Mosque of Sultan Ahmed, Istanbul, on a
prominent site on the Hippodrome
complementary to that of S. Sophia, is
distinguished by its six minarets. Four
enormous piers dominate the interior and carry
a dome which is buttressed, as in Shehzade
Mosque, by four subsidiary half-domes... It is
noted for its predominantly blue Iznik tile work — whence it derives the
name “The Blue Mosque”.

Qairouan, Tunisia, 820 to 836.
Style: Islamic

The Great Mosque at Qairouan, Tunisia, is the
principal building of the Aghlabids and has an
important relationship to the mosques of the Umayyad
and Abbasid capitals. Its square minaret stands on the
center line of the building.

The original structure of the early eighth century was swallowed up in the
reconstruction of the ninth century. More bays were added to the
courtyard face of the prayer-hall, and a central dome (since rebuilt) was
constructed over it. Also at this stage a superb luster Mihrab was
constructed— probably the earliest examples of its kind in Islamic
architecture. The luster-tiles appear to have been imported from Iraq. The
building has slightly pointed horseshoe arches carried on Corinthianesque
columns. The gored dome is carried on cusped squinches.

The prayer-chamber has a T-shaped plan in which a central nave
intersects the principal transverse aisle against the kibla [Qiblah] wall. The
giant, tapering minaret with its recessed stages as well as the incorrect



southward orientation of the building itself reflect its eighth-century Syrian
origins.”

Sultan Omar Ali Saifuddin Mosque

Built: 1958

Kampong Ayer, Bandar Seri Begawan (formerly
Brunei Town)

Amazing in appearance, but too beautiful to
be true, The Omar Ali Saifuddin Mosque is
Brunei's proudest architectural achievement. It sits on an artificial lagoon
near the Brunei River in Kampong Ayer, which is appropriately enough,
known as a “water village.”

A structure in the water that resembles a ship was at one time used for
official state ceremonies. The mosque is the largest in the Far East, and
considered among the most beautiful in the world. It reaches a height of
52 meters and is topped with a gold dome supported by walls of Italian
marble, which also forms the mosque's columns, arches, and towers. The
stained glass was hand made in England and the carpets are Saudi
Arabian.

The Great Mosque of Damascus

Damascus, Syria, 706 to 715.
Style: Islamic

Founded in the 3rd millennium B.C. it is
one of the oldest cities in the Middle East.

In the Middle Ages Damascus was the
centre of a flourishing artisan industry
(swords and laces [lances]). Amongst the
125 monuments from the different periods of its history, the 8th-century
Great Mosque of the Umayyads is one of the most spectacular, built on
the site of an Assyrian sanctuary.




Sultan Hassan Mosque

Cairo, Egypt, 1356 to 1363.
Style: Islamic

The Medresa of Sultan Hassan at Cairo...is
a collegiate mosque, cruciform in plan.
Four iwans, or recessed porches, with
immense pointed arches, constitute the
arms of the cross. There is a minimum of
decoration, and the walls of the 100-ft sahn rise skywards with splendid
architectural effect. The founder’'s domed mausoleum, situated behind the
gibla, is enriched with stalactite decoration.

...it has survived largely intact, though its dome, ablutions fountain, and
minaret have been reconstructed and its main doors taken elsewhere. An
immense portal with an elaborate mugarnas-headed opening gives
access to a majestic, domed entrance hall from which a tortuous
approach leads obliquely into the central court...The tomb of the founder
stands on the axis of the building, behind the mihrab, and in the centre of
he court an elaborate domed fountain with wide eaves suggests the hand
of the Syrians and other northern artisan who were brought in at this time.

Yaama Mosque

Tahoua, Niger, Africa, 1962 to 1982.
Style: Islamic

"Yaama is a village in the semi-desert
region of Niger. Even after more than 60
years of French colonization (which ended
in 1960), the area is remarkably untouched
by outside influence. So when the village
decided in 1962 to build a Friday Mosque in which everyone could gather
for prayers they chose to use traditional methods: everyone made a
contribution, from the landowner who donated the site, to the people who
made mud bricks, carried the water and gathered wood.”




“Initially, the mosque was a simple, severe hypostyle hall with the column
spacing determined by the spatial demands of kneeling worshippers. In
1975-1976, the original roof structure was replaced by a series of
bentwood vaults covered in mud (a method not traditional to the region
but adapted from models seen by Barmou on his pilgrimage across Africa
to Mecca [Makkah]). At the same time, one of the columns was removed
to allow a more or less central dome to be constructed over a clearing
among the forest of hypostyle columns. In 1978, towers were built at the
four corners and in the next few years galleries were built between them.”

“It is a remarkable structure, noteworthy for its innovative approach to the
use of traditional materials and building techniques. It uses sun-dried mud
brick and wood. Its simple volumes and external masses were described
by the AKAA [Aga Khan Award for Architecture] jury as ‘breathtaking.’
The building, which took so long to build, is the focus of village life in the
whole Sahel Region.” Details

The village of Yaama chose Falké Barmou to supervise the work and
“Barmou, who (like everyone else in the village) earns most of his living
as a farmer, made a design which has been cumulatively refined and
made more monumental since the project was started in 1962.”

Masjid Zahir (Zahir Mosque)
Malaysia

Officially opened in 1912, this state Mosque is an
architectural landmark as it is one of the largest
and grandest mosques in Malaysia. Built in the
tradition of the Moorish architecture, it has
numerous arches and columns that are an
epitome of grandeur. The state of Kedah's
annual Quran reading competition is held in the
premises of the Mosque.

Sultan Mosque
Singapor



1824

Sultan Hussain Shah, the Ruler of Temasek (former
name of Singapore), proposed to build a Mosque. Sir
Stamford Raffles promised that the East India Company
will donate $3000 to assist in the building of Sultan
Mosque. It was ready two years later. It was a brick
structure with an area sufficient for the Muslim
population to do their prayers.

1879

Sultan Alauddin Shah, grandson of Sultan Hussain Shah, the ruler of this
period handed over the administration to a board of trustees consisting of
five Muslim leaders.

1914

The lease of the land where Masjid Sultan was situated was extended by
the Straits Settlement Government for a further 999 years. A new Board
of Trustees consisting of twelve members was formed.

1924

The Board of Trustees proposed to rebuild a new building for the mosque
on the same site. Construction went through phases so as not to disrupt
the prayers in the Mosque. The new building costing $200,000 was
completed fours years later. The Mosque building with its unique
architecture is still the pride of Singapore Muslims today.

1975

The Masjid Sultan was declared a preserved historical building under the
patronage of the Preservation Monuments Board Act. It has become part
of the heritage.

1987

The Government of Singapore approved the application by the Board of
Trustees to carry out an extension project for the mosque. The project is
to build a three-story annex building on a 1,184 sq. meters land adjoining
the mosque. Consequently, with the declaration by the government to
conserve the Kampong Glam area as part of the heritage, the Mosque will
invariably be a focus under the Malay Muslim theme of the heritage.

1993
The Completion of the project has upgrade the facilities in the mosque



and provided the infrastructure for educating the people on Islam as a
religion and a way of life. Wide variety of activities has been conducted in
the annexed building.

Suleyman Mosque

Istanbul, Turkey, 1551 to 1558.
Style: Ottoman Islamic

“Suleyman the magnificent ordered a mosque
appropriate to his title to be built by the architect
Sinan, whereupon the present mosque was begun
on one of the hills dominating the Golden Horn.”

“The mosque, and its attendant structures, madrasa, arms—houses,
infirmaries, caravanserais, a medical school, hamams, schools of
Tradition, a hospital, cells and shops were begun in 1550 by the architect
Sinan and completed in 1557.”

“Here Sinan demonstrated his transformation of the Hagia Sophia plan
from which he had drawn his inspiration: his dome is buttressed by two
half-domes and two typanum walls.”

Nizhnekamsk, Russia Date 1996

Located in the predominantly Muslim region of
Bashkortastan, the mosque is a two-story structure
that is square in plan and flanked by four 56 m
minarets. The program includes a service hall for
500 women, a conference room, classrooms, a
library, and a main prayer hall for 1,200
worshippers. The mosque is built using a steel
frame with brick infill.
